The Columbus Children’s Choir is currently beginning recruitment for its 13th season!  Our current season includes performances of Holiday Pops with the Columbus Symphony Orchestra, singing the Snow Chorus in Ballet Met’s “Nutcracker”, the City Hall Tree Lighting, the Martin Luther King Birthday Breakfast, Christine’s Christmas, Miracle for Madison, and more.  We also present a three concert series and a Children’s Choral Festival in collaboration with the Columbus City Schools.  This season our singers have sung music in many different styles to express the season’s theme of ‘Tapestry of Sound’.  We aim to provide a variety of musical experiences for our singers as we fulfill our mission: Artistic Excellence Through Education and Performance.  

The Columbus Children’s Choir consists of nine choirs:  the Pickerington Satellite Choir, the International Ensemble, the Senior Boys’ Choir, the Concert Boys’ Choir, the Isabella Choir, the Nina Choir, the Pinta Choir, the Santa Maria Choir, and the New World Singers.  Membership in each choir is based on the level of a singer’s musical skill and vocal artistry.  The New World Singers is the premiere touring group of the Columbus Children’s Choir, however all choirs perform separately and together throughout the year.  We also have non-auditioned Young Musicians’ classes for children in grades K-2.  Next season, we will also begin an a cappella choir for girls, ages 15-19.  

Singers accepted into the program are placed in a choir appropriate to their current level of musical development.  Auditions are open to any interested young singer currently in 2nd – 11th grade.  Children who audition should have unchanged voices.  Auditions for the 2008-09 season will be held April 21 – 25 and April 28 – May 2.  Enclosed you will find ten applications and ten fact sheets.  Please make as many additional copies as you need.  Singers interested in the Young Musicians’ Class should fill out the same application,  but will not audition.
